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1. A 2 year old girl is brought to the ED very drowsy and unable to ambulate. BP 120/80 mm Hg, HR 80/min, pupils 1 mm. After 30 min observation her BP is 70/p, HR 70/min.




 

2. A 14 year old boy takes two handfuls of “sleeping pills” after his girlfriend broke up with him. He appears drowsy. HR 120/min, BP 130/80 mm Hg, pupils 7 mm, mucous membranes and armpits dry.






3. A 2 year old boy has a seizure. In the ED, he appears agitated. HR 150/min, BP 100/70 mm Hg, T 38.2 C. Fingerstick glucose 104 mg/dL.






4. A 20 month old boy visiting his grandparents is found with an open “pill-minder”. At least one day’s medicine are missing: lisinopril 10 mg; Cardizem CD 240; and a daily multivitamin. He is asymptomatic.






5. An 18 month old girl is found with an opened bottle of prenatal vitamins. Unknown how many are missing. After 45 minutes she begins vomiting.
